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Safety Rules for Diving with SaltFree

Please read these carefully and abide by them whenever diving with SaltFree. 

1. Never, ever dive without a competent buddy in the water who is fully aware of what you are doing and able to assist if necessary. Tell your buddy what you are up to on each dive. If they’re not happy with that, change your plan. 

2. Be honest about your ability, dive conservatively and growth depth gradually. Ask for advice on what is and is not sensible if you’re not sure.  People don’t normally grow depth by more than about 2m a time once dives get below around 25m.

3. Bring the right kit. You’ll need at least a 5ml suit, gloves, socks and hood most of the year. 

4. Weight yourself so you are positively buoyant for at least the last 3rd of your ascent. Remember it’s fresh water, you’ll need less lead than you do in the sea. 

5. Always dive with a lanyard, even on shallow warm up dives. The only dives you should make without one are safety dives. Your lanyard needs to be strong enough to lift you up and have a quick release at both the wrist and the rope end. It should not be more than 1m long. 
6. Always wear fins when providing safety cover for another diver, however shallow. You’ll need them if you have to hold your buddy up.

7. If you decide to leave the water, or to go for a swim away from the platform, make sure someone knows what you are up to.

8. Never dive beneath the surface with a snorkel in your mouth. It causes all kinds of problems if you black out.

9. If you are trained in first aid, CPR or oxygen admin, please tell us. If you are not, aim to get trained as soon as possible. We can teach you. 

10. Never dive under the influence of drugs, alcohol, medication or anything that might affect your ability to dive.  If you are not fit to freedive, long-term or short-term, physically or mentally, don’t dive.  If conditions have changed since you last gave us a Medical Statement, please fill out another. 

11. Do not dive, duck dive or go under the water in the deep end of the lake other than on the freedive line, with a buddy watching you. We are over about 80m of water and it’s easy to get confused as to which way is up. 

12. Never dive below 55m without  the safety scuba team present. 
13. If you think you might need to act to help a fellow diver, ACT don’t wait.

14. If there is anything about the set up, your dive, the safety systems or any questions, just ask. We’d far rather be asked a stupid question than have you not know what’s going on! 

15. Everyone in the group is responsible for safety. Keep your eyes and ears open when you are at the surface. Ultimately, you are responsible for your own safety.
